Strategy for supporting changes in practice
« Tools can relieve barriers o change
+ Periodic review of tools allow changes in system process

+ Tools provide systematic method for measuring progress in
improving processes and outcomes of care

Centrally evaluate and produce resources (by
MEDCOM/CHPPM) that can be replicated across all MTF's

+ Prevents the need to ‘reinvent the wheel' at each MTF

+ Standardization is easier for patients and staff who move
within the DoD (MTF’s often treat triservice members)
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
